
Your assignment is to read a book and complete an analysis on it.
You must get your book approved by me and then write its title on the Book List found behind my desk.  If your book has not been approved and written on the form by the given approval date, it will be considered an unapproved book.

After reading the book, you are to create a literary analysis.  Your discussion should include the information found below.


Summary

Write a complete summary of your book – start to finish.  Stick with important events; don’t bog the paper down with picky details.  Do not “save” the ending for me.  You will lose points if you do not discuss the entire selection.


Character Analysis

Choose your favorite character from this book.  In one paragraph, describe this character as if you were introducing him/her/it to someone who has never met that character.  Personality and physical traits should be included.  Also, discuss the characters relationship to the protagonist.  Finally, explain why this character is your favorite?

If you are reading a piece of non-fiction, again, describe one of the people.  Why did you choose to read a book involving that person?


Book Opinion

In one paragraph tell me, honestly, whether you liked or disliked the book.  Explain your answer (not simply “yes/no”).  Support your answer with at least two strong, specific reasons.  What specifically did you like/dislike about the book?


Parent/Guardian Opinion/Signature

Discuss this book with a parent/guardian.  Do they think your choice in books was a wise one?  Why?  If no, what kind of book does your parent/guardian think you should read for next quarter?  Have your parent/guardian sign the bottom of the analysis after they have read it completely.
