atoll – coral island that surrounds a lagoon





canyon – a long, deep, narrow valley with steep cliff �                walls  often having a stream at the bottom





cliff – the high steep face of a rock





coast-  the land next to the sea; seashore





dam – a barrier to obstruct the flow of water





fjord – a long, narrow deep inlet of the sea between  


                   steep  slopes





harbor -  a sheltered part of a body of water deep �               enough to provide anchorage for ships.





island – a land mass entirely surrounded by water





lagoon – an area of shallow water separated from the  �                sea  by   low sandy dunes





reef – a strip or ridge of rocks, sand, or coral that rises  to or near the surface of a body of water





timberline – elevation in a mountainous region above �                   which trees do  not grow
